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All new students are required to take an Entrance Placement Test
(EPT) to assess their level of proficiency. The EPT is valid for a period

of one (1) year from the test date. Students who do not register for a
course within this time will be required to retake the EPT. Students who
have no knowledge of French can sign a waiver attesting that they are
beginners. Students who decide to sign this waiver after having read its
contents carefully will be registered in a Basic French course. However,
the Director has the right to transfer any student to another level if the
waiver does not reflect the true level of the student.
