In the case of Arabic, the first two levels involve 15
credits. The extra 3 credits will be counted toward the remainder of the
complementary courses requirement.

18-21 credits (18 if Introductory Arabic has been chosen), distributed as
follows:

3 credits of 100-/200-level non-language ISLA courses;
9 credits of 300-level non-language ISLA courses;
3 credits of 400-/500-level non-language ISLA courses;

3-6 credits at any level, including more language courses, but no more
than 6 credits overall at the 100/200 level. Students might fulfill these
credits by taking complementary courses from other departments
listed as relevant to the program.
